NOTICE OF RACE

The Open Finn European Championship 2003
Date:


The Open Finn European Championship will be held from 20030603 to20030611 in Marstrand, Sweden.

Organiser:

The organizing Authority is The Royal Gothenburg Yacht Club, in conjunction with the Swedish Finn Association and the Swedish Yachting Association (MNA) on behalf of the International Finn Association. The Regatta Centre will be in GKSS clubhouse Korvetten Marstrand.

Rules

1.1. The event will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing for 2001-2004 (RRS), except as any of these are altered by this Notice of Race or the Sailing Instructions.

1.2. All boats shall in accordance with RRS appendix 1 display advertising provided by the event organiser.

1.3. RRS 62.2 and RRS 66 will be changed to shorten the times for requesting redress and for requesting that a hearing be reopened on the last day of racing.

1.4. RRS A4.1 will be changed to provide that a boat failing to check in with the race committee signal boat in the racing area prior to the warning signal will be scored the same as a boat failing to start in that race.

1.5. All competitors shall have personal floatation in accordance with RRS 1.2.  Personal floatation shall be of a suitable size and certified by an internationally recognized authority or in writing by the MNA of the competitor.

1.6. Any interference by a coach boat with the racing or event organization may result in a penalty applied at the discretion of the IJ to the appropriate skipper or team
2. Eligibility and Entry

2.1 The person in charge onboard the boat shall be a member of his/her Member National Authority or one of its affiliated organisations.

2.2 Only competitors eligible in accordance with Finn Class Rules, who are current members of an IFA, recognized National Finn Association and who have completed on-site registration prior to 3rd of June 2003 may compete.

2.3 A competitor shall not be under suspension of ISAF eligibility

2.4 The entry quota of Part D “Entry System for IFA Official Championships” of the Finn Class Rules will apply. Entries must be submitted through National Finn Secretaries on the Official Entry Form no later than 4th of May 2003 to GKSS, Box 39, SE 420 05 V:a Frölunda, Sweden.

Entries
3.1 The Entry fee will be, bank fees excluded,(150 and shall be paid no later than 4th of May 2003 unless other authorize by the Organizing Authority . 

3.2 No entry is complete until the Organizing Authority and the International Finn Association have accepted it.

4 Schedule

4.1 Registration:


Registration shall be made at the race office from June 2 at 15.00H – 20.00H to June 3rd at 08.00H - 12.00H.

4.2 Measurement and inspection:


Measurement and inspection will be made daily between 08.00H – 20.00H from June 3rd to June 5th at 08.00 - 12.00H.

4.3 Racing is scheduled as follows:

4.4 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race is 11.00H.

4.5 No race will be started after 15.00H on the last day of racing 20030611

4.6 In the event of any day’s sailing being lost, an additional race may be scheduled for the following day(s) to enable the lost race(s) to be sailed. A maximum of 2 races per day will be sailed.

4.7 Nine (9) races are scheduled.

4.8 Opening ceremony will be held June 5th 19.00H.

5 Equipment and measurement checks

5.1 Measurement Certificates must be presented at on-site registration.

5.2 All competitors shall hold a valid measurement and class registration certificate. Measurement certificate shall be presented prior to racing.

5.3 A boat or equipment may be inspected /measured at any time during the Championship for compliance with the class rules and sailing instructions.

5.4 All boats shall undergo measurement of hulls, spars and sails as well as equipment checks according the Finn Class Rules (including item 10 of Part C “Major Championship Rules”) unless otherwise decided by the IFA Chief Measurer.  All measured equipment will be identified for the Championship. Only identified equipment may be used during the Championship.

5.5 Each boat shall have a tow rope a minimum of 8 meters in length and of sufficient strength to tow several boats.

6 Sailing Instructions

6.1
The sailing instructions will be handed out and available on GKSS website www.gkss.se as soon as possible after 20030504 and upon on-site registration.

7 Venue

8 The Course

8.1 Courses will be as per the current IFA Championship Rules

9 Penalty system

9.1 Appendix N will apply.
9.2 The Sailing Instructions may describe alternative penalties for breaking rule 42 (propulsion).

9.3 Decisions of the International Jury will be final as provided in RRS 70.4.

10 Scoring

10.1 The low point scoring system of RRS Appendix A will apply, modified so that a boat may discard her worst race if five (5) or more races have been completed.

10.2 Nine (9) races are scheduled, of which four (4) races are required to be completed to constitute a championship.

11 Prizes

11.1 The perpetual trophy will be awarded to the winner.  The Organizing Authority will provide prizes for the first ten (10) boats overall, the top 3 juniors, and souvenir prizes for every competitor.

11.2 Daily first prizes will be awarded to the skippers finishing first in each race

12 Support Boats

12.1 Any Coach travelling to this event to coach is responsible for supplying a National Flag for any countries for which they will coach.  Such flag(s) must be displayed aboard any coach or support boat while afloat in the vicinity of the racing area.

13 Media, Images and Sound 

13.1 The OA shall have the right to use any images and sound recorded during the event free of charge.

14. Disclaimer of Liability

14.1 Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk and responsibility. 

14.2 The Organising Authority and all parties involved with the organization of the event disclaim any and every responsibility whatsoever for loss, damage, injury or inconvenience that might occur to persons or goods, both ashore and at sea as a consequence of participation in the races covered by these Notice of Race.

15. Insurance

15.1
Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance with a minimum cover of Euro 1.000.000 shall be in existence for the entire duration of The Finn European Championship. It shall be the sole and inescapable responsibility of the competitor to have such insurance cover and to provide written proof there of to the Organising Authority upon request

16. Doping Control
