The regatta will be run on a maximum of three races a day, to be run from Thursday March 1st  to Saturday March 3rd ,  with a total of  9 races in programme,  with one discard.

          On Sunday March 4th only one race will be run; this is a single race, which cannot be discarded and with a double value, among the ten top teams of the previous races.


The Race Committees will inform on the time of the start of the races scheduled, but the first one, by posting a notice on the Official Board before  07.00 p.m. of the day before the race or races are to be run. Failing this notice, the time of the start shall be the same of the first race of the previous day.

4) Eligibility

 Entry is open to all yachts of the Classes Star, Tornado, 49er, Finn, 470 (m/w), Laser Std (m), Laser Radial (w), if enrolled to their Class Associations.

6) Rules

The  Races will be run by applying the rules as per Racing Rules of Sailing for 2005/2008,



the Class Rules, 



this Notice of Race,



the Sailing Instructions,



the eventual subsequent notices of the Organizing Committee, of the Race Committee and of the Jury, even as modifications to the Notice of Race and  the Sailing Instructions, which will be posted on the Official Notice Board two hours at least before the start.



The Prescriptions of the Italian Sailing Federation will apply, an English translation of which will be enclosed in the Sailing Instructions. FIV Regulations will also apply for Italian competitors.

Measurement Certificates



All yachts shall carry a valid measurement or conformity certificate, which have  to be handed to the Race Secretariat on receiving the Sailing Instructions.

8) Measurement Controls

Measurement controls may be effected during the days of race.

9) Rule 68 RR (Damages)

The matter regarding the damages resulting from an infringement to a rule is regulated by the prescriptions of the National Authority.

FIV prescribes: Competitors and/or yachts must have an appropriate insurance cover for civil liability for damages to a third party (goods and persons) for an amount not lower than what  stated by the current federal regulations: not lower than € 1.000.000.

It is up to the Race Committee and/or the Protest Committee to ascertain the facts that have caused the damages, but they cannot  decide about eventual claims for  damages, as by rule 68, or about  their amount.

10) Sailing Licences
All Italian competitors must comply with F.I.V. Rules (regular membership card and medical approval) .

Foreign competitors must comply with all the Rules provided by their National Authority about Sailing Licences.    

11) Sailing Instructions

Sailing Instructions will be available for competitors at the Race Secretariat of Yacht Club Italiano at Porticciolo Duca degli Abruzzi, from  hrs 9.00 a.m. on February 28th, 2007. 

12) Scoring

Scoring will be calculated as on “Low-point scoring system” as foreseen by the current ISAF Racing Rules.

There will be a discard for the scoring of the series of the races run from March 1st  to March 3rd. 

The scoring of the “medal race” of  March 4th cannot  be discarded.

The 10 top Competitors of each Class will take part to the race of the “medal race” with their scoring of the series (that is, the total of the scoring of the races after the discard).

The scoring in the race of the “medal race” will be double and summed to the scoring of the series.

Each tie after the “medal race” will be broken in favour of the yacht with the best result in the “medal race”.

Should the “medal race” not be completed, the final scoring will result on the basis of the scoring of the series of the previous races.   

13)  Prizes 

Prizes will be awarded to the three top classified in the final scoring in each Class.

14)
Advertising 


The regatta is considered as a category “C”, as by ISAF rules on advertising.

15) Logistics



Yachts will be hosted in the areas put at competitors’ disposal by Yacht Club Italiano.

16) Social Events


The list of social events and special agreements for competitors will be included in the    Sailing Instructions.
